To create and to express yourself in the moving image, to engage and to connect with people 

of all ways of living, either young or old, male or female, is our key to a brighter world. 

Yes, we need more video, we certainly need more One Minute films. We need ways of seeing the future. 

Celebrating 20 years of One Minutes invites you to come to see for yourself, to be part of our journey, to imagine. How do you see the future?

In time, The One Minutes became a bridge of cultural exchange between Chinese and international artists, filmmakers and students.
